Other properties included in the Auction will feature new homes in developing areas, as well as commercial land and buildings.  Beachside and Riverfront properties will be auctioned from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m., while properties in the “Town and Country” category will be auctioned from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m.

Bidders will also be bidding on new homes in recent subdivisions that include Oak Chase, Moss Point, Laurel Reserve, Casa Bella, Tradition, Carriage Lakes and Pointe West. 

 

 Some of the more unusual properties include 5 acres on the Sebastian river that are zoned for commercial, office, and residential use; a Historic landmark known as the Fellsmere Inn which has 22 guest rooms upstairs and 10,000 sq. ft. on the 1st floor; 3 five acre building sites; a high rise condo in Palm Beach and a Riverfront home in Jensen Beach. The auction company will also feature a new concept in real estate by offering a “Buy it Now” feature for two developers offering lots and town homes.

 

“Buyers need to come prepared to bid and buy with a $25,000 Cashier’s Check per property in order to bid.  They can pay the balance of 10% deposit by personal check explains Rennick. “Multi-property auctions like our Extravaganza eliminates long negotiation periods, but at the same time, buyers will be competing fairly and on the same terms as other buyers in the room,” he added.

Rennick recommends that potential buyers visit his company’s website, RennickAuctions.com to learn all the terms of the Auction, photos and locations of the properties, Open House preview dates, directions to the Vero Beach Museum of Art, on-line bidding and other important information prior to Auction day.
